Aussie ace ready for big-time

AUSSIE professional Richard Green feels 

he is at last ready for a serious crack at 

the $200m US PGA Tour.

The stringbean left-hander will enter US 

Tour Final Qualifying School for the first 

time in his career in an effort to seek a 

Tour card for the 2008 season.

The Melbourne left-hander confirmed 

his intention to take advantage of being 

exempt into the final stage of the six-

rounder during the recent French Open 

in Versailles. 
Green is currently

Europe after 

he first qualified at the Tour’s Q-School 

in November 1995.

In that time Green has won twice, albeit 

10 years apart, with wins in the 1997 

Dubai Desert Classic and April’s Austrian 

Open.
Those wins, plus 11 other top three 

results in Europe, have seen Green earn 

more than Euro 5m prizemoney.

Along with Peter O’Malley, Green is now 

the longest-serving Australian competing 

full-time on the European Tour.

He has watched fel low Aussie 

competitors like Geoff Ogilvy, Greg 

Chalmers, Mathew Goggin and Stephen 

Leaney, who were competing on the Tour 

in the mid-90s, head to the United States 

to further their careers.

All are now based full-time in the US.

Green is exempt into the final stage 

of U.S. Tour qualifying by virtue of his 

top-50 world ranking.
